If your child will be traveling outside the U.S., lives in a region where dengue infections are common, has questions about Mpox, or has
a health condition that can weaken the immune system, ask their doctor whether any additional vaccines are needed. 

If your child has not yet received all of their early childhood vaccines, see "Recommended Vaccines for Children Birth to 6 Years."  Your
doctor will make a different plan to ensure they get caught up on all their vaccines.
